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Administration

DCHD FY24 $19,787,000 operating budget that was presented to the BOH on 6/1/23 was approved and
is in effect as of 7/1/23.

DCHD Administration is continuing to work with Delaware County budget and controller’s offices on the
closeout process for DCHD’s FY23 budget.

DCHD has completed a selection process for a software program to manage strategic planning and
business strategy. AchievelT will provide a dashboarding package to enhance visibility and
accountability for the Department and will be brought to County Council for approval in September. This
software program is expected to be 100% grant reimbursable.

DCHD has been working with UKG/Kronos on launching timekeeping/attendance software package that
will provide improved employee/management accountability and enhanced grant management and
recordkeeping capabilities.

Staff recruitment and stabilizing staff retention remains a high priority.

o DCHD is analyzing department wide data and exploring training and retention opportunities.

o DCHD is working closely with the County on these efforts. The County has shared plans to
include the Health Department in a comp study which will be an immediate next step towards
efforts to stabilize recruitment and retention in the department.

o The Health Department was also successful in receiving 5-year Public Health Infrastructure
Grant (PHIG) funding starting in FY24 targeted at improving public health staff recruitment and
retention.

DCHD has confirmed with the State of PA that the ACT 315 and ACT 12 payments are expected to be
sent to the State Treasury for payment with the next few weeks.
DCHD has begun invoicing for FY24 ($8,673,764 in projected categorical grant revenue).

o This includes the addition of the new PHIG and two Congressionally directed spending projects
(Health Research Services Administration Health Equity grant and a Department of Labor
Perinatal Community/Doula grant)

o Aswell as the renewals of Preparedness, Epidemiological Laboratory Capacity, HIV/STI,
Immunization, Tuberculosis, Maternal Child Health, and Mosquito Borne Vector Control grants.

Updated Delaware County Perinatal Period of Risk (PPOR) Project

o On August 7, 2023, and with 2016-2020 data from the Pennsylvania Department of Health,
Office of Vital Statistics, DCHD Epi began planning the analysis of protected data files that
included live births, linked to fetal and infant deaths in Delaware County using the Perinatal
Period of Risk (PPOR) approach.

o Delaware County first and only PPOR (by the Foundation for Delaware County) included 2008
and 2012 data on live births, infant deaths, and fetal deaths (access full report Baby’s 1st
Perinatal Periods of Risk (PPOR) Study & Community Action Plan (delcofoundation.org) )

o One of the DCHD PPOR goals is to support the Foundation for Delaware County with their
current Community Action Network’s implementation of strategic goals from the first PPOR; this
network is comprised of stakeholders/partners working on reducing infant mortality in Delaware
County since 2016.

Harnessing digital technology and special projects — COVID-19

o Health Monitoring EpiCenter provides real time reports on visits to hospitals and urgent care
centers. EpiCenter data indicate Delaware County’s moving average of the number of cases with
a COVID-19 diagnosis and symptoms increased from 8.96 on July 7th to 9.93 in July 8th 2023;
Persons 18-64 years of age reported the largest number of cases (42)
